That is why we partner with churches 
here in the US, those that exist in the countries we are working 
in and even the new churches we help to establish.

They are focusing 
their efforts on those still living outside the reach of the Gospel. I 
spent a year teaching the Biblical Basis for Missions and this is 
what the team came up with. We believe it accurately reflects 
God’s heart for the existing church and its role in missions. 

Ministry Update

what He is doing. Our primary ministry focus is the Alumni 
Coaching Program which helps our Ethnos360 Bible Institute 
Alumni make the transition back to their home church and then 
on to the next phase of training at the Ethnos360 Training 
Center in Missouri (story below). We also continue to get 
opportunities to help mobilize believers towards involvement in 
The Great Commission. Ethnos360 regularly provides us 
opportunities to use our discipleship experience to help shape 
some of our training programs in the US and internationally.
